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Celebrating 60 years

Reflections as we celebrate sixty years of parish life at St. Genevieve

| Our family moved into St. Genevieve Parish in

| September of 1954. We had one baby - Debbie

| and another on the way. Steve was born in

March and within a month had him baptized by

Father Ryan. At Steve's Baptism there were 26

J other babies and it took a long time to baptize

them all. St. Genevieve had a lot of young

24 | families and many families were large - some
with 9, 12, or 13 kids. Masses on Sundays and

Holy Days were standing room only with lots of crying babies and talkative children —

it was very family oriented. At one time, the eighth graders would babysit the children

in a classroom and that cut down on some of the crying during Mass.

Jim became an usher and served every Sunday for the next 15 years at the 12:00
Mass. In 1958, I joined the Confraternity of Christian Doctrine or CCD to help with
the large number of public school children - taking the required 2 year classes to
become a teacher for CCD — using the Baltimore Catechism. When we registered
Debbie for 1st grade, there were almost 300 children applying and only 100 would be
accepted to fill the two 1st grade classrooms at 50 per class - with 1 nun or lay teacher.
That was true for just about all the classes. By this time we had 5 children - Debbie,
Steve, Laura, Mary Anne and Jimmy Joe. Tuition was $8.00 per family, per month no
matter the number of children in the family.

Because of the large number of children applying and only a limited number could
be accepted, a lot of the children went to public schools and the CCD Teachers took
care of those children. We had CCD classes after the 9:30 Mass every Sunday and one
day during the week, we would take the 4th, sth and 6th grade students out of school,
walk them to a parishioner's home close by and teach them for about an hour and then
walk them back to the school. A week after the public school got out for the summer,
we had summer school for the public school children from 8am to 12 noon for two
weeks using St. Genevieve School facilities. At various times, I taught the Prayer Class,
4th, 6th, and 7th grades. In 1965, I taught the 10th grade in the high school on Monday
evenings from 7 to 10. I have many happy memories of those days working in the
CCD Program for ten years and met a lot of fellow parishioners - Terese Zimmerman,
Hope Means, Ann Webber, Sylvia Hall, Alicia Sanchez and many more.

In 1966, Jim started his own maintenance business and Father Ryan hired him to
keep the newly built church clean, which he did for 15 years. After the birth of our
twins Paul and Paula in 1967, I withdrew from the CCD program to help Jim with the
business.

All our children had the benefit of schooling in the elementary school and three
of the children finished high school at St. Genevieve's High School.

In May of 2000, along with 46 other parishioners, we joined Father Paul on a 2
week trip to Israel and Rome. We traveled the road Jesus walked and saw many biblical
sites. In Rome, we visited the Vatican and had an audience with the Pope - us and
thousands of others.

‘We are very much appreciative of the help with our children at the times of joy
and sadness during our 56 years as parishioners. In 1966, we lost a baby boy, Paul Mario
who lived for 6 hours. Father Ryan was very helpful at that time. In 2006, we lost our
fifth child, Jimmy at the age of 47 to brain
tumor and we thank our fellow parishioner Ed §
Keraft for his support through bringing the
Holy Eucharist to Jimmy. We do remember the
joys - baptisms, confirmations, and the
weddings - that were carried out in our
beautiful Church.
