Why is there a need for a new translation?

Pope John Paul II issued the third edition of the
Missale Romanum. (the Latin text of the Roman.
Missal) during the Jubilee Year in 2000. This new
edition included many new texts requiring
translation. In addition, the experi- ence of the
years after the Second Vatican Council gave rise to a
desire for more formal and literal translations of the
original Latin texts. This new translation will
employ the best of what we have learned about
translation and liturgical language in two
generations of celebrating the Liturgy in the
vernacular. It will provide an opportunity to reflect
ever more deeply on the eucharistic celebration that
lies at the heart of the Church’s life.

Lent Begins March 9

Lent is the penitential season of the Church’s year. It begins
on Ash Wednesday and ends with the Mass of the Lord’s
Supper on Holy Thursday. Palm Sunday marks the beginning
of Holy Week.

The Easter Triduum begins with the evening Mass of the
Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday and ends with evening
Prayer on Easter Sunday. Then the joyful Easter Season of
50 days begins.

Traditionally the Lenten season is a time in which prayer,
the reception of the sacraments, charity and almsgiving are
emphasized.

Our money in the collection basket ensures that we can
serve and be served as Christ calls us. The second way is a
donation or pledge to our diocese to fund ministries and
programs that are too costly or complicated for any single
parish to provide. The more we support our diocese, the
more we ensure that the Church can train future priests and
provide education, social services, and marriage and family
services—to name but a few.
