Celebrating 60 Years
Reflections #om the Simbang Gabi Group of St. Geneviev$
Formed in 1989,  the Simbang Gabi 
Group of St. Genevieve is the first 
Filipino group in the parish.  Its main 
objective is to share the Filipino cultural 
and liturgical traditions that were 
brought to the US and to share those 
traditions with the parish community.
( Their first activity was the 
Simbang Gabi !literary “Evening Mass” & 
but also referred to as “Dawn Mass”" which started as simply hosting one 
advent evening Mass in coordination with other surrounding parishes.  
Beginning  2004, Simbang Gabi started celebrating this tradition as how it is 
practiced in the Philippines & with Masses at dawn & for the nine days !mostly 
at 5:30 am and on Sunday, as early as 4:30 am."  They have enthusiastically 
engaged the community and enlisted Filipino groups and families to sponsor a 
Mass and serve complimentary breakfast.  For many, completing the Simbang 
Gabi is a personal tradition & and the Simbang Gabi Group had made it 
possible for them to continue and honor that devotion.  The response of the 
community was overwhelming that this activity has become one of the main 
highlights of St. Genevieve Church’s advent celebrations.
( The group is also in charge of two other Filipino celebrations namely 
the Feast of Santo Nino !Holy Child Jesus" and the Feast of San Lorenzo Ruiz 
& the first Filipino saint.
( The Feast of Santo Nino is usually held on the third Sunday of 
January.  Parishioners are asked to bring their images of the Holy Child Jesus 
and a procession of the images precedes the special Mass. 
( The Feast of San Lorenzo Ruiz is celebrated on the last week of 
September with a special Mass.  Both celebrations are followed by fellowship 
with food and special presentations.
( In May 1992,  Simbang Gabi Group began the tradition of  honoring 
all mothers with the “Mayflower Dinner#Dance” on the Friday before 
Mother’s Day.   To honor fathers, the group also spearheaded the Father’s Day 
breakfast in June &  where the group fathers do the cooking.
( As one of the major groups in the parish,  Simbang Gabi Group also 
actively participates in all parish#wide events.  Simbang Gabi Group had been 
in charge of the Filipino food booth during the Parish Fiesta and was in 

charge of food service during the recent 
Diamond Jubilee Celebration.
( Additional Filipino Catholic 
traditions are being planned by the group& 
including the Feast of Jesus the Nazorean 
!Nazareno" and the “Salubong” &  the 
Filipino celebration of the “meeting” 
between the risen Christ and the Virgin 
Mary at dawn of Easter Sunday.
( Ernie Leoncio and Joe Bico & 

coordinators of the Simbang Group of St. Genevieve, said they are now very 
actively recruiting new members & especially younger generation & who will 
continue their work and share their devotion to the Filipino Catholic 
traditions.  They invite everyone interested to talk to any Simbang Gabi 
member or call Ernie or Joe.
